Issue:
You cannot see the free/busy details of another user's calendar (ex.  Subject, Location, etc.).  Calendar items may only show as "Busy".

Cause:
After the upgrade, calendar sharing permissions may have been affected.
 
Fix:
To fix this issue, the person whose calendar you are trying to view will have to make the following changes to their calendar permissions.
 
Option 1:
Enable everyone (Default) to see limited details of your calendar.

Note:  Enabling this option only allows users to see the details of your calendar items (Cannot make changes)

1. Open Outlook
2. Within the folder navigation pane select the applicable calendar > right-click > Properties > Permissions.
3. On the permissions page, select "Default" within the top pane.
4. Select the appropriate "Read" access.  ( Free/Busy time, subject and location )
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5. After you have selected the appropriate read permission, click Apply and then OK.
6. Now the user(s) will be able to see your calendar free/busy details. 
 
 Option 2:
Enable specific people access to your calendar. 
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
